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 Project activities in the South 
 In January 2008 the planning seminar on tomato 
drying was conducted among partner organizations. 
Last year because of non-fulfillment of contracts on 
tomato delivery by farmer groups the trading com-
pany “Adonai” has lost the buyer from the USA. 
This year that buyer will deliver dried tomatoes from 
Afganistan  where one of the USAID projects is 
operating. This year the southern farmers also have 
a chance to reestablish trustful relations with 
trading companies. Price of dried tomatoes this 
year will be 2,65 $ per one kg. After discussing all 
issues partner organizations presented preliminary 
information on available resources. Mehr-Shavkat 
NGO, Tayan, and Tes Center farmers will be able 
to deliver at least 15,74 tons of dried tomatoes not 
considering farmers of the Adonai Trading 
company. All partner organizations need to present 
information on their decision to dry tomatoes before 
1st March. At the end of February regular working group meet-
ings take place in regions. Main issues discussed at 
those meetings are collecting final information on 
farmer groups, situation with seeds inputs provision 
, and conclusion of contracts with processing enter-
prises.  
 
 
Agricultural Information Market System        
To lighten the website which allows in the future to 
use the Agricultural Information Market System via 

mobile phones it’s been decided to reconstruct the 
website. The new functions will be developed to  
 
 
 

make it more simple and convenient for the users 
to use the site.  
These functions include controlling users’ ac-
counts, controlling the catalogue, personal page 

and so on.  
To optimize the search of the site in various 
search engines and increase the website ratings 
additional system functions will be introduced. Be-
sides, the new AIMS logo was developed. Final 
reconstruction of the website is planned to com-
plete till April. Active promotion of the system 
among potential users will start afterwards. The 
reconstruction process does not affect work of the 
site and it continues to function. For example you 
may still access the instant market prices on agri-
cultural produce in Osh and Bishkek via mobile 
phones.  
At the moment Tes Center agreed to provide 
“AgroInformAsia” agricultural information in Osh 
region. Several development organizations have 
subscribed to AIMS services  on a yearly basis.
